Sweden and Denmark have introduced identity checks of persons at borders

Denmark - Sweden (January 05, 2016)

Since 4 January 2016, Denmark has introduced identity checks for travellers at its German borders.

This new measure will be effective for the next 10 days and could be extended for an additional period of
20 days. Border spot checks will most probably be conducted and will focus on persons rather than goods.

Danish Police are already implementing the new measures.

-“nternational road transports should be affected to a lesser extent by these checks. Waiting times at
borders should therefore be shorter for HGV drivers, to be confirmed over the coming days.

Sweden has also introduced, since 4 January 2016, identity checks on persons at its Danish borders.
According to the official Swedish decree (applicable during the next 6 months), maritime, railway and bus
transport operators will be held as liable: transport companies should make sure that no illegal passengers
are present on board.

This “liability” only applies to Sweden, not (as yet) to Denmark.

The IRU will keep Members informed of the situation. Any issue encountered by transport operators at the
borders should be reported to the IRU, who will inform the relevant Associations accordingly.
